and bring it. 3If anyone says to you, ñWhy are you doing this?ò just say this, ñThe Lord needs 
it and will send it back here immediately.ò ô 4They went away and found a colt tied near a 
door, outside in the street. As they were untying it, 5some of the bystanders said to them, 
óWhat are you doing, untying the colt?ô 6They told them what Jesus had said; and they 
allowed them to take it. 7Then they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their cloaks on it; and 
he sat on it. 8Many people spread their cloaks on the road, and others spread leafy branches 
that they had cut in the fields. 9Then those who went

the Lord!  Blessed is the coming kingdom of our 
ancestor David!  Hosanna in the highest heaven!ô 
11 Then he entered Jerusalem and went into the temple; 
and when he had looked around at everything, as it was 
already late, he went out to Bethany with the twelve.

2018 Surplus  -$10,812.98 $1,784.50 
 

For the 2018 financial year, we now have a $10,800 
deficit in our Operating Budget, but a surplus of $1,784 
in our Building Budget. In 
February, we again had a few 
building needs that were one-
time expenses, adding to the 
deficit. We have enough in our 
savings account to manage this 
deficit and the Session is refining 
our financial goals for 2018.
